Effective September 1, 2024,
Texas Disposal Systems (TDS) is
the contracted provider of solid
waste disposal and recycling
curbside collection for the

City of Bastrop.

Your trash and recycling pickup day

occur on the same day of the week.

Trash collection happens every
week and recycling collection is
every other week.

Pickup is limited to your cart only.
Recycling collection includes
bundled cardboard tied with twine
or packing tape, placed outside
your cart. No additional bags
permitted.

TDS does not accept hazardous
materials, non-compactable
materials, dirt, concrete or
construction materials.

Bulky & Brush Service Information:

City of Bastrop residents receive bulky
pickup every week on trash collection
day.

Each collection is limited to the greater
of one item or a maximum of four (4)
cubic yards per household.

Bulky pickup includes materials not
easily contained in a bag such as, but
not limited to, furniture, mattresses
and box springs, carpets and rugs, lawn
equipment (drained of oil and gas),
large toys, large appliances, and yard
trimmings in bags or bundles.

Yard waste must be bundled, tied and
cut into four (4) foot lengths with cut
ends facing the curb. Limbs must be 6
inches or less in diameter.

be serviced. For all curbside bulky pickups, any combination of bulky items or yard
trimmings should not exceed 4 cubic yards.

PICKUP GUIDELINES

Cut ends of branches facing the curb (trunks/branches)
DON’Ts:
- DO keep branches, trunks and brush cut under four - DON'T stack brush against fences, homes
feet in length or vehicles
+ DO cut trunks to under 6 inches in diameter - DON'T place brush by mailboxes, water meters
- DO tie branches with twine or string or low-hanging wires
- DO place brush at least 5 feet away from - DON'T place brush on road or alley ways
other objects - DON'T exceed more than 4 cubic yards of any
- DO place cut ends of branches facing the curb combination of bulky items or yard trimmings

No paints or liquids No Batteries No dirt, rocks or soil No Tires

DON'Ts:
* DO remove freon from appliances and have it tagged e DON'T include hazardous items like tires, batteries,
by a licensed technician , liquids, paint or chemicals
* DO keep your bulky waste organized neatly » DON'T set out non-compactable items like gravel,
e DO seal or secure loose items like cushions, dirt rocks. sand or construction debris
appliance doors and wires e DON'T place items on roadways or streets

e DO place bulky waste at least 5 feet away from other
